It is here that you will see
the Changing of the Guard at the Tomb of the Unknowns,
Challenger Memorial, Memorial Amphitheatre, and the Kennedy
gravesites. Arlington House, Robert E. Lee's home built in the
early 1800's, is also part of this area.  A stop will be made at the
Visitors Center to view displays and informational videos.

At the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, students will pay their
respects to Canadian service people who gave their lives in one
of America's most divisive wars in a workshop lead by your
Tour Leader.
